Attendance and Punctuality 

Regular school attendance and punctuality are crucial for your child's academic progress and personal 

development. We have high expectations for pupil attendance and expect all children to aim for 100% 

attendance. We understand that there may be unavoidable absences due to illness, but we ask that you work 

closely with us to minimise any disruption to your child's education. 

The school day starts at 8:45am for all pupils. Our registers close 10 minutes after the start of the school day.  

Any pupils arriving after this time will be marked as late, which can significantly impact their learning. We 

kindly request that you ensure your child arrives at school on time every day. 

Where attendance or punctuality issues arise, we will work with you to provide the necessary support. This 

may include regular meetings, referrals to external agencies, or the implementation of a parenting contract. 

Our aim is to work in partnership to address any barriers to good attendance and punctuality.
